Friday May 19". Put it in your diary now so you
don’'t miss it. It will be the best one yet because our
speaker, Hugh Evans, 22, is an inspiration! At the
age of 12, he organised the World Vision 40-Hour Famine at
high school which later became the highest fundraising school
in Australia. At age 14, a World Vision sponsored trip to the
Philippines saw him sleeping in a slum,
watching children scavenging and dying
around him. He carried the Torches for the
Sydney and Athens Olympics. Hugh was
inaugural World Vision Youth Ambassador and
has been involved in community development
and education projects in India, the Philippines and South
Africa. In 2001, Hugh put forward a resolution to the United
Nations in The Hague in the Netherlands for the abolition of child
labour which was passed and ultimately was forwarded to
President Kofi Annan. In 2004, He was awarded Young
Australian of the Year and one of ten Outstanding Young
People of the World by Junior Chambers International in Japan.

He is the Founder and Director of The Oaktree Foundation - a
movement of young Australian’s responding to issues of global
poverty - and author of Stone of the Mountain published in 2004
and is currently working on his second book, Just Stand, inspiring
and motivating young people to make a difference in our world.
Hugh currently lives in Melbourne studying law/science at Monash
University and hopes to eventually work in Australian politics or
for the United Nations.
